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Book fair venue: Frankfurter Buchmesse and Messe Frankfurt 
extend contract until 2028 

Contract extension focuses on post-pandemic normality / Continuation of a good 
tradition since 1951  

On 3 May 2024, representatives of Frankfurter Buchmesse and Messe Frankfurt signed 
the extension of the contract until the end of 2028. This continues a good tradition: the 
largest international book fair has been held in the halls of Messe Frankfurt since 1951 – 
even during the pandemic years and under challenging conditions. The new contractual 
agreement focuses on post-pandemic normality and secures Frankfurt as an 
international trade fair location. In addition, both contracting parties prioritise the issue of 
sustainability in the staging of the event.
